3. Tickets may be purchased by anyone, including persons not registered on the NCWW website, some restrictions apply to NCWW Board members.  See #11 for further details.
4. Please be certain to include your name, mailing address, e-mail and phone number when purchasing tickets online.
5. Online entries will get a receipt with raffle numbers sent via e-mail.  Please keep this information.
6. Online ticket sales will end on May 13, 2016 at 6 PM
7. On Saturday May 14th, the actual drawing will take place at the annual NCWW picnic.
8. Prizes will be awarded from smallest monetary value to largest monetary value.  The largest prize will be awarded last.  Prizes may be refused, but once tickets are drawn, they cannot be put back in the bin.
9. NCWW Board of Directors can only buy tickets in person at the picnic at a specially allotted time.  A non-board member will record the sale and place tickets in the bin.  This will be done publicly in front of the membership.  
10. All proceeds will support North Carolina Woodworker, a 501c3 non-profit organization.
11. A maximum of 4000 raffle tickets will be sold..
